· Accounting information file format:  A test file sent from Fogler to Peoplesoft indicates that the III software is not flexible enough to meet specific needs of the Peoplesoft system. III did not come through with programming for us, so Peoplesoft went ahead and programmed the necessary changes.

· Automated loading of Peoplesoft Vendor number into URSUS vendor records:  III did not come through with programming to assist us in loading the Peoplesoft vendor record number into URSUS.  Peoplesoft programming has created a cross reference table that will enable URSUS acquisitions to talk to Peoplesoft.  The table has yet to be tested consortially.

· Peoplesoft financials will go live July 5, 2005.

Status of URSUS Extended Approval Plan interface:  

Problems at YBP have prevented Fogler from going live.  I am waiting to hear from Deb Rollins when YBP is ready for Fogler to go live.

Online tutorials:  I’ve created 14 to date.  As I implement courtesy notices (UMA is my test case) I will simultaneously release a three part tutorial series on MilCirc notices.  Please note the following observation:  at this time last year, URSUS was averaging about 40 Millennium logins a day.  Last month I noticed we are up around 75.  I have checked intermittently over the last few weeks, and URSUS is consistently around 75 Millennium logins.
