· Generate and flesh out best practices and guidelines/style sheet for creating tutorials.

· Determine sharing logistics for tutorials. 

· Coordinate any necessary Camtasia training for URSUS staff. 

· Decide who’s creating which tutorials.

Follow up on Summon:

· Jessica Isler has access to admin console now

· Will work on making changes previously mentioned

· Tim, or other will forward a list of databases shared between the five campuses to Jessica

· Need to understand that five campuses share one “instance” of OneSearch (UMM, UMA, UMFK, UMPI, and UMF). Any changes made to that “instance” does not affect UM or USM because they each have their own “instance.”

· Rebranding and Renaming

· Suggestion was “Library MegaSearch”

· General consensus from the reference group that we would like to keep the name “OneSearch .“ We feel it is consistent across the board, students will not get confused with a new name, doesn’t matter that the results are different from Orono and USM. Their results are already different from each other yet, the name is the same. It is the tool that is named not the results.

· Need to advertise/promote Summon more

· Need to get more meaningful statistics/data from use

· The University of Illinois Summon interface was mentioned due to the results page looking different. It was mentioned that the results seemed more user friendly. 

· Need more videos/tutorial on how to use that are located in a public area

· The Ebsco product was mentioned as product to also be aware of.
Open Access possibilities

· HathiTrust and other open access collections were mentioned.

Library Link in Blackboard

· Currently the BlackBoard common area has a link to the Mariner shared interface

· Some are finding the shared site is not useful and confuses students

· If it is possible, reference group would prefer to have course specific links

· Examples:

· UMF BB course links to UMF library

· Etc.

· Would need to be automated

· May need to revisit this

Films on Demand

· One serious concern with FOD was the loss of a film that a course instructor depended on. Library staff had to hustle to purchase the film once they realized FOD no longer had the rights.
· Unfortunately this will be a problem with any video streaming company

· FOD just announced that all films now have Closed Caption, a big plus

· Reference group should collect feedback from faculty and students as to the use of FOD so we know come renewal time whether we should or not

· Marc records will be in the OPAC early February (it was stated they would be in within a few days of our meeting).

· There was concern as to how often items that are removed by FOD are also removed from the OPAC

· Tim will share FOD stats with the rest of us (Sofia – you should also be able to get to your stats through your own login as well).

Restricted access wording in records

· Venice is ready to go with the changes of both removing the word “restricted” and changing the location names. (Sofia followed up after meeting).
· The location name changes will take longer for the SerSol records than others, so expect a delay on those.

· We are waiting until after the cataloging and directors meetings to make the change since Venice had mentioned this being a big change that should be done once.  We want approval from all groups; especially the directors.
