URSUS CATALOGING STANDARDS COMMITTEE
MINUTES

October 13, 2006

The URSUS Cataloging Standards Committee met Friday, October 13, 2006 in the FFA Room of the Memorial Union on the Orono campus.

Present were Peggi Loveless, Chair (AUG), Gretchen Brissette, Secretary for the Day (PI), Judie Leighton (BPL), Shelly Davis (FK), Anne Chamberland (FK), Lynn Wilcox (LAW), Marianne Thibodeau (MAC), Sharon Quinn Fitzgerald (ORO), Kang Cao (ORO), Lanny Lumbert (USM), and Jonathan Williams (SYS).
Absent were Sheila Bearor (LEG) and Mary Saunders (MSL).

Chair, Peggi Loveless, called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m.  Gretchen Brissette (PI) was appointed Secretary for this meeting.  The members introduced themselves.  The minutes of the June 16, 2006 meeting were accepted. 

OLD BUSINESS:

5. New item type for locally circulating items – Maine CAT patrons able to request local-use items (SYS)…Jonathan reported that this would not be necessary per a discussion with Karl Beiger.  They will use already established itypes.  There is still work to be done.  There will be an update at the next meeting.  
6.  Adding print holdings to Serials Solutions (SYS)…This issue has received a small amount of his attention.  It is something that can be done.  Augusta is the only campus that has done this.  It is up to individuals libraries to add print serials.  This will not be made a system-wide policy.  Jonathan needs to know if you’re going to do this.  Serials Solutions needs titles in spreadsheet format from any library that is considering this process.  There are some problems with character transfer.  SS also needs ISSN #’s.  Questions raised were “How does this affect Article Linker?” – the A-Z portal is impacted.  A-Z portal steps need to be revised; URSUS is OK.

7.  MARC records from GPO for documents available online.  Item records attached even when there is no physical item, causing patron confusion – Answer from GPO about unique identifier in online-only records? (FAR)…There seems to be no technological solution to this problem.  It is an education issue.  “It’s the government”!  Jonathan can add a cancel hold reason to the requestor function.  Circulation already has some.  Jonathan will talk to the circulation heads. 
8.  “CONTENTS:” appearing in 505 field along with tag name – possible clean-up? (AUG)… Jonathan has identified the records.  He will do a clean-up in global update.  

9.  Update on LC/OCLC policy re: SARS (LAW)…LAW will be doing LC authority.  This is not seen as a system policy.  

10.  Update on possibility of being able to search by vendor # in MilAcq or MilCat?  (LAW)…It can be done, but there is a charge attached to it!  Jonathan will re-visit this with Marilyn Lutz.  This search if for the publisher’s vendor # -- NOT Peoplesoft’s.  We would like to be able to search for the publisher in the 260 field in all modules in the dropdown menu.  This can be done now in “My Millennium”, however, the syntax is not working right now.  Jonathan will send us the URL for “My Millennium”.  A question was raised that Library staff could have their own p-type.
11.  Update on possibility of Z39.50 connection to Amazon in MilAcq or MilCat? (LAW)…A bridge needs to be written between Z39.50 and Amazon.  The tool does not exist and to Jonathan’s knowledge no one is working on it.  It will be a big project and will probably not happen.  Jonathan will keep his eyes open. 
12.  Update on linked order and check-in records issues (LAW)…This is the result of a “bug” (programming error).  Each library needs to check to see if it’s still a problem after the upgrade.  Jonathan will look for the initial support call.  Shelly will look, also. 

13.  Update on COPY RECORD function works? (LAW)…Jonathan fixed this by working with Ron at III.  It brings across the itype, location, status, and call # for serials.  In the Cataloging mode it currently brings icode2, status, location, itype and call#.  Jonathan is to remove the icode2.  

14.  MARC format for serials holdings (ORO)…Orono is doing this as titles go to binding.  Their current titles are converted.  This probably doesn’t need to be on the agenda in the future.  Sharon will send us the URL of their Tech Services page with their workflow.  This is an individual campus decision.  

15.  Approval plan interface? …MAC is currently in the process of getting a Promptcat profile.  ORO—3 week delay delivery of cat records; 15-20% needed enhancements, now down to 6-7%.  Jane DeWitt and Deb Rollins have the specs. 

NEW BUSINESS:
15.  Addition or clickable http links in check-in or items records, or note fields (LAW)…Can it happen? – URL in check-in record? We can now add a link in the item record (856, y index tag in item record).  ORO would like to experiment with PRISM Yearbooks (1878-2000).  Others mentioned were the Wabenaki collection and town reports.  Jonathan will look into “turning on the function” and will let us know.  We re-visit this at the next meeting with ORO and LAW examples.  We will follow the existing policy as per bib record.
16.  Addition of Acadian Archives records to URSUS (SYS)…Approximately 200 records from the Acadian Archives has been added to URSUS.  The accession # is in the call # filed for the moment.  The old file is still in existence (karca).  Example: A.J. Michaud song collection : manuscripts.  Lynn Wilcox brought up the authority issue.  Jonathan is not sure if these records will stay.  This was for viewing purposes only.   Lynn Wilcox is advocating  the committee to use the FTU file for authority immediately after the initial load.  We should be using Tools – verify headings on the bib records.  This will be addressed at the next meeting.  Lynn will send the work flow process to check FTU’s.  

17.  Deletion of records sent to OCLC for authority updates (SYS)… Just another reminder to NOT delete or in any way change records that have gone out for authority work. Please pass on the notices that come from Tim to all who might do this.
OTHER:
*E-serials to OCLC – ORO does through Serials Solution with no fee

18.  Next meeting … February 2, 2006 with a snow date of February 9, 2006.  Jonathan will check into a room for the meeting.
