Chair, Peggi Loveless (AUG), called the meeting to order. Lynn Wilcox (LAW) was appointed Secretary for the day.  The members introduced themselves and welcomed Portland Public Library attendees Brian Damien and Beth Addison.

The minutes of the October 13, 2006 meeting were accepted with the following amendments: spelling correction Item 5 Beiger to Beiser, Item 13,” Jonathan to remove the icode2”  will be striken. Icode2 will continue to carry over in copy record.
OLD BUSINESS:

5. Update on adding print holdings to Serials Solutions (SYS)

        Loading Print into Serials Solutions allows availability through Article Linker, like the electronic, linking patron back to the catalog. Jonathan Williams , URSUS Library System Manager, will facilitate working with Serials Solutions adding print titles to the A To Z list for libraries interested. Required: titles with ISSN’s in spread sheet format.  Augusta has linked print already, FAR, PI and USM are interested in proceeding. 
6. Update on possibility of being able to search by vendor # and/or publisher in MilAcq or Mil Cat? (LAW) 
        The request was to index in our system “ Customer Number”in order records and “e VENDOR #”in checkin records.Jonathan Williams , URSUS Library System Manager is waiting for a cost quote from III but does not see this as a priority expense for the System. Law cannot justify the cost as an individual entity.  
7. Update on linked order and check-in records issues (SYS)

       Linked check-in/order is a bug sent to III software engineering. Jonathan Williams , URSUS Library System Manager has installed some recent patches and we will undergo a Servor migration February 9. Although unrelated, libraries may see if the issue continues.

8.  Update on Approval Plan (PromptCat) interface? (SYS)

       Legislative Law still experiencing problems with PromptCat. Both Machias and Orono are successfully loading PromptCat Approval records. Load profile is set to attach order to pre-existing bibliographic record in Ursus to minimize record duplication.  Contact Jonathan Williams , URSUS Library System Manager if interested in Promptcat Approval Plan interface.

9.Update on addition of clickable http links in check-in or items records, or note fields. Jonathan was to check if it was turned on.(SYS)

       Feature will be turned on after February 9 

10) Update on addition of Acadian Archives records to URSUS. (SYS)

        Load was reviewed by Sharon Johnson (FK) and Nicholas Hawes (FK).

Records will be removed and reloaded with adjustments. Example: Informant names coded into 511, names will be copied to indexable field 700 with |e relator term.  
NEW BUSINESS:

12) Authority reports (LAW)

        Reordered and presented as last agenda item. Tim Pellet will be notified to cc: all System contacts on Headings output. ORO asked if bibliographic records sent out could be returned sooner than 2 weeks. 

13) Limit reached for “Initials” field (SYS)

        Limit on fixed field currently used for initials is 32.  Two spots are held for System codes “n” suppress, and “_”. Proposed solutions from Jonathan Williams, URSUS Library System Manager are a)Use local field note added to bibliographic record for cataloger, would add limitless number of initials without controlled vocabulary. b) Redistribute the available place keepers to one per campus.  OR c)proposed by Standards Members: determine how many initials really needed by libraries. Consolidate as few as necessary.

If we do a) will require additional keying and less precision.  Preferring b or c will also require a rapid update of bibliographic records to reflect re-assigned coding. Agenda item retained for next meeting.

14) How does III limit searches by language (POR)

       Jonathan Williams , URSUS Library System Manager confirmed Portland’s inference that Language limiting was based on 008 and 041. Recommendation is to limit on 008 field only. Jonathan will investigate who and how the change can be done and if it can be done after February 9. Agenda item retained for follow-up at next meeting.

15) Possibility of changing MARC tag in “Insert”  box from 028 to 020? (FAR

       MARC tag in “Insert” box for “i PUBN#” to be changed from 028 to 020

16) Questions from Portland Public Library re:

 
a. Clarify different formats attached to one record rule.

One record per multiple formats are used if the bibliographic record describes both items exactly except for format. Example: A book in print and exactly reproduced on microfiche are on the same record. A talking book and the print book are not. 

             b. How to deal with prefixes in call number searching.

PPL has prefixes in call numbers which are used by the Public to search type of materials. PPL puts their call number in the bibliographic record and removes all others from copy. PPL indexes call number fields in both the item and the bibliographic record. Discussion ensued as to whether indexing all call number fields may be an advantage. This needs further exploration and discussion with UMS Directors and Public Services staff. Indexing may enhance retrieval or may overpower the searcher with hits. Jonathan Williams , URSUS Library System Manager suggests setting up a pilot test with PPL records. In the meantime, Standards Committee members are encouraged to visit PPL’s Webpac. 
            c. How to deal with brief records for uncataloged genre fiction.

PPL has approximately 20,000 temporary records for circulating fiction uncataloged material. Brief bibliographic records consist of AUTHOR, TITLE and possibly SERIES in capital letters with attached items. Proposed solutions for UMS shared Webpac  a)Separate database via scoping or using Course Reserve with different label b)PPL fully catalogs titles attaching to BPL records the majority of the time  c)Use a Circulation on the Fly template unique to PPL.
          d. Can their enhanced records for fiction be incorporated into the catalog.

PPL has enhanced many of their records with legitimate LC subject headings appropriately tagged. These can and will be preserved during record matching. 

PPL has controlled local subject headings tagged 690. Standards Committee suggests these be isolated and examined ahead of time. PPL has enhanced notes fields recording literary awards the title may have earned such as “1964 Caldecott Medal winner”.
Can they be preserved? Can they be transferred to a searchable field?

In all of the above, the first step should include collection and analysis of these local practices within the PPL catalog. 

OTHER:

Orono has begun to use Marc Holdings format especially in project for materials in storage. A draft procedure is underway and Orono will post procedure to Standards Committee members when available. 
FAR would like to know if OFFLINE Circulation is still viable and if so, how is it implemented? To be researched by Jonathan Williams , URSUS Library System Manager.

FK has experienced possible index malfunctions when searching foreign titles with initial articles such as LA . LAW added having some discrepancies searching titles beginning with A as the first word in title such as A to Z. Jonathan Williams ,URSUS Library System Manager will examine this index further. Indexing should be operating on stop words, not MARC tagging. Stopwords become searchable if enclosed in parentheses.

Search “a” to Z for example.

Systems Office is planning on PPL joining Ursus sometime in April.
