URSUS Cataloging Standards Committee

Meeting Feb  10, 2012

Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 10:25 by Chair Lynn Wilcox.

3) Approval of minutes from September 23 2011
The minutes of the September 2011 meeting were approved as posted with the following correction: Fort Kent is considering removing their holdings from OCLC.
 4) Update/newsReclamation project  (MaineInfonet)

Venice gave an update on the Reclamation project.  Most libraries have received their initial Scan/Delete reports and have been investigating what they contain. The goal is to finish this portion by the end of February. The WorldCat collection analysis deadline is the end of March.

5) Summon/E-books/SerSol client setup (MaineInfonet)
The Summon contract runs for another year+. The Director’s group is looking at WorldCat Local as a replacement for Summon. 

E-Books are being loaded via Serials Solutions on a monthly basis. Tim Pellett is the go-to contact for setting up the E-Books client. Sharon discovered it is possible to activate reference titles in Summon without going to 360 MARC. It appears to be a somewhat convoluted process - must activate at the global level and then again at the next lower level.
Bryce polled the group about utilization of the Summon feature. Most libraries reported their reference and public services staffs are not pushing it. Bryce noted random results and broken links. Sharon reported it works better at the article level and was under-utilized at Fogler. Most other libraries reported little or no use.

We agreed to take agenda item 7 out of order to   allow time for connection to be made to Fort Kent
7) Worldcat Local (MaineInfonet)
Nelson offered that he sees OCLC having a bigger presence in the Library world. They are making a push to become the “cloud” ILS. Joyce Rumery is setting up a trial of WorldCat Local for later this year, within 6 months. Wheaton College and the Boston Library Consortium have visible trials out. The long term goal is to replace InnReach in 3-5 years. Because of the age of the hardware and operating system, we cannot upgrade the current III to the 2011 release. We possibly will be migrating to another server this summer. III is shifting development focus to the Sierra system. Nelson is not aware of any live implementations of Sierra that we might see. 
Possible replacement also includes Evergreen.

At this point Katie (finally!) joined us at 11:00.

6) Webpac renovations (MaineInfonet)
 
Venice gave an overview of the WebPac renovations, which consist mostly of minor changes to text and examples on the homepage. Also, multi-limits functionality has been enabled. 

There will be a new interface available for preview soon, with the public roll-out at the end of the semester.

Library Anywhere, the mobile application, is being implemented for all UMS libraries. Library Anywhere will work on any mobile device via its Universal mobile web format.  Downloadable apps are available for iPhones, iPads, and Android devices, with a Blackberry app coming within the year.
 

8) Gov Doc coding (MaineInfonet)
There are new formats designations to address the newer formats (videos,podcasts, and online)that Government Documents are issued in. Venice tweaked the mapping from the 008 field to ensure that Gov Docs of all formats fall into the mat type of:

9) Presentation of Mariner Subject Headings, progress to date and future proposals (documents sent previously) (Ad Hoc Subject Headings Committee)
The subject headings have been redistributed after the “leaky” software that allowed headings to change had been repaired. The committee previously distributed a list of headings proposed to be eliminated. They also had Tim remove titles that were no longer in use due to expired trials and subscriptions.

This summer the committee will continue their work to redo the genre list. 

The proposed addition to the Standards regarding the Indexes and Databases was distributed via email before the meeting and it was agreed to add this section to the document.
 
10) RDA (ALL)
It was agreed that we are all seeing more RDA bib records from OCLC. For now, we will leave the RDA fields and suppress them from view in the catalog. Sharon reported that OCLC has not been pushing RDA implementation.

11) Other

Gretchen asked about the rules governing VACQ/PAC links – this is covered in the historical document.
